Arborio Rice
Arborio rice is a short-grained lItalian rice.
The short, fat grains are very starchy, making
them perfect for risotto; the excess starch helps
create the creaminess necessary to this rice dish.
Arborio rice can be found in most grocery stores,
as well as at Italian markets or gourmet stores.
Baking Pans
The best baking pans are made of heavy aluminum.
They bake evenly and produce baked goods that are
golden brown. Dark-coated baking pans, including
many nonstick pans, produce baked goods that
are dark colored and sometimes lower in height.
To prevent this, reduce the oven temperature by
25°F. when using dark-colored baking pans.
